You and a partner(s) will be creating a skit to perform in front of the class.  It should be a conversation completely in German demonstrating the new phrases learned this six weeks.  The requirements are as follows:

DAY ONE (written grade):

1. Good copy of script turned in to Frau Jaworski for a quiz grade by end of class period. Use your notes and try not to write about things you haven’t learned yet. A few words are ok, but don’t make the skit too complicated. Stick to the basic!!!
2. For the written quiz grade, every student starts with 100% and will have one point deducted per error.  If dialogue is too short, 5 points per line will be taken off. Therefore, make sure you double check and edit your script BEFORE having me check it for a test grade.
3. Length:  If there is a group of two, it should be one page single-spaced (there may be short lines per line), hand written on normal lined paper. For a group of three, it should be one and a half pages and for groups of four, it should be two pages. You may type it up once your hand-written copy is checked.
4. EVERY participant has his/her own copy of script.

5. Components:  Include at least 6 of the following: hellos/good-byes, what’s your name, how are you, talking about another person, age, other number related questions, likes, where you are from, hobbies, etc.

6. Creative story line
Hausaufgabe:  memorize your portion of the script. If you didn’t finish script on day one, it is due at the beginning of class on day two.
DAY TWO (practice):
1. First half of class will be spent finishing edits and making sure everybody has a good, clean copy from which to practice.
2. Second half of class will be spent practicing, blocking and memorizing lines.

a. Must be memorized.
b. Creative.
c. Realistic performance.
d. Good pronunciation.
e. Entertaining. (feel free to use props)
f. Good voice volume.

g. Everybody plays a somewhat equal role in the performance.
Hausaufgabe:  make sure your lines are perfectly memorized by next class!

DAY THREE (practice/present)

1. 15 minutes will be spent rehearsing with your groups.

2. Last part of class will be spent performing.
